Before we start…….


In order to provide you with the best possible service Aries needs to determine the following information about the process described in the SOP. Simply indicate your response in red as indicated below:

1. The number of different activities to be photographed (example answer: 68).
2. The total number of minutes of video that needs to be acquired in order to show how all of the required activities are to be done (example answer: 228 minutes).
a. In the simplest case, one person performs all the activities described in the SOP once and usually in the same order that they are described.  In this case, the total video time required will be the same as the total time taken by that person.

b. In some cases, one person performs all the activities described in the SOP but may repeat some of the activities more than once.  In this case, the total video time required will be the total time it took to do all the activities only once. 

c. In some cases there may be a team performing activities described in the SOP.  In this case, the total video time required is still the total of the amount of time it took to do each different activity once.  To determine this, each person keeps track of how much time they took to perform each different task they performed. When the team is finished, the total time it took to perform only the different (non-repeated) tasks is the total video time required.  To be as accurate as possible, the total video time required should be determined for each shift.

3. The time and duration during the day for Aries to video the process. 
          (example answer: 7 am/90 min. &  8 pm/90 min.)
4. Is the area defined as a clean room? (yes/no)
5. Is the area defined as a manufacturing room? (yes/no)
6. Is the area defined as a general packaging area? (yes/no)
7. What language(s) will the Library Module require? (English, Spanish, French, German)

8. Is the SOP available in English? (yes/no)

Electrical Requirements
To supply power to the lights (750 watts each) we use, we require two extension chords that will connect to wall outlets in the area that we are working.  Is this available?  (yes/no)
To supply power to the battery packs we use, we require a single 500 watt (110v) wall outlet in the area that we are working. Is this available?  (yes/no)
